“Death from disease and malnutrition will soar
unless we help with a massive injection of medical
aid,” warned the Transport and General Workers’
Union representative.

11. If the US-Russian partnership is to have a fu-
ture, it has to be based on, among other things, joining
forces against terrorism and controlling the prolifera-
tion of weapons of mass destruction (WMD).
